	B. Suggesting Language Changes to HB 4188 
	M. Turner has requested that the Board of Directors suggest changes to specific parts of the current language of HB 4188.  

After reviewing the language of the bill, L. Boone and C. Ross noted that education and EdD doctoral programs were omitted from those eligible to receive the MSN/Doctoral awards.  It was noted by several Board Members and Staff that an EdD or an education based program is what many nurses in the State obtain as a doctorate.
	MOTION: To suggest the following language be inserted into HB 4188:

“Chapter 18C, Article 3, D) An award of up to $15,000 is available to a student in a nursing education master’s degree program or a doctoral nursing or education program. A recipient is required to teach in West Virginia for two years following program completion.” (S. Kyle)

	C. Review of APRN Study Submitted by Renate Pore
	The Board reviewed the California study which R. Pore submitted for the Board to review after the September’s Board Meeting.  After review, the Board is certain that they will not be able to assist in funding or supporting this study since it is connected with lobbying efforts for future legislation.
The Board instructed C. Ross to draft a follow up letter to R. Pore informing her of their decision.  
	

	D. Scholarship Application Review/Awarding Spring 2015
	76 application packets were submitted to the Center to be considered for the Spring 2015 award session.  This is the highest number since the program was restructured from HB 4188.

There were 12 incomplete packets (LPN- 4, RN- 5, LPN TC- 1, MSN/Doc- 2) and 64 completed packets (LPN-38, RN- 18, LPN TC- 0, MSN/Doc- 8).
The Board requested that C. Ross follow up with the LPN awardees to obtain their area of preference for work (geographic region in state).

The Board also discussed having some minor changes issued to the Application Packet to make it more complete.
	MOTION: To approve 17 LPN Scholarship Awards in the amount of $1,000 (contingent to the students still being in the program, making satisfactory academic progress, and answering their geographic preference to work in the State); To approve seven RN Scholarship Awards in the amount of $3,000; To approve four MSN/Doctorate Scholarship Awards in the amount of $3,000; and to officially approve the $7,500 award from fall that was a special case situation (C. Persily)
